What’s New

• Food Waste must now be recycled by all California Households

• Rancho Murieta Residents will now have to put their food waste and food 
soiled paper in their Yard Waste cart- Now called the Organics Cart

• Organics Carts will be collected weekly. 26 additional services per year

• New carts will be delivered in 2023 to meet SB1383 color requirements (3 
new carts required) 



What’s New, continued

• Large capital investment required of Cal-Waste for collection vehicles 
and carts

• Program commences January 1, 2023; however, Cal-Waste will phase 
in full rates over 3 adjustments

• 10-year extension to the existing term to recover necessary capital 
investment and incremental rate adjustments

• 1 Large item collection included in the rates beginning July 1, 2023



All municipalities and special districts must comply with state 
mandates

SB1383 Compliance 
• Amend all solid waste franchises to include SB1383 compliance

• Residential food waste collection programs
• Residential compliance testing (Lid tipping)
• Cart replacement
• Weekly collection of organics
