9. STAFF REPORTS

Under agenda item 9a, Director Ferraro asked how to submit additional items for the District’s grant writer
to research. Ed Crouse stated that Directors can call or email the item to him and he will forward it on.
Director Ferraro asked about the upcoming workshops for the 20X2020 Compliance and Integrated Water
Master Plan Update. Ed Crouse stated the first one has been scheduled for February 19, 2010. There will be
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three (3) more workshops, tentatively planned for one in May, one in June and the last one in August.
Director Ferraro encouraged residents to attend the workshops.

Under agenda item 9b, President Belton thanked Darlene Gillum for coming in over the weekend to input
the new chart of accounts. Darlene stated that so far there has only been one issue and that has been
addressed.

Director Ferraro asked about the process to transfer the budget surplus to reserves. Ed Crouse stated that
this item will be on the February Finance Committee meeting agenda.

Under agenda item 9d, Director Ferraro commented on a resident having contacted her regarding a high
water bill. The resident thought the water was turned off. Darlene Gillum stated that Director Ferraro should
have the resident call the District’s accounting department so staff can assist.

11. PRESENTA F THE RANCHO MURIETA MASTER PLAN PEER REVIEW TECHNICAL MEMORANDUM
Vivian Housen, P.E. and Polly Boissevain, P.E., from West Yost Associates gave a brief presentation on the
Rancho Murieta Master Plan Peer Review West Yost Associates conducted at the request of Sacramento
County Board of Supervisors. Cindy Storelli and Manuel Mejia from Sacramento County Planning Department
were also present. The documents reviewed include: Integrated Water Master Plan, Water Facilities
Expansion and Financing Plan, Drought Planning Documents, and District Policy Statement 90-2.

Integrated Water Master Plan recommendations include: review and assess achievable conservation levels
and specific mechanisms to implement them; establish number of EDU’s that can be served; complete
interim capacity evaluation and expansion schedule; and confirm regulators approval or disapproval of a
water supply project for aesthetic goals.

Water Facilities Expansion and Financing Plan recommendations include: comparative cost estimates for
disinfection should include lifecycle costs; review new requirements for surface water discharge (already
being completed by District).

Drought Planning Documents recommendations include: review conservation target; review/refine supply
planning model to assess supply sensitivity to more realistic drought scenarios and refine diversion

estimates to incorporate all water rights restrictions.

District Policy Statement 90-2 recommendations include: Consider modified policy for drought
conservation.

A question and answer period followed.

Janis Eckard commented on how she felt the Integrated Water Master Plan was too aggressive and how
thrilled she is to have this report completed and she hopes this leads to a master plan update.

Candy Chand commented on how grateful she is that this report has been done. Ms. Chand also commented

on the presentation beginning earlier than the agenda noted. President Belton stated the times listed on the
agenda are approximate. A short discussion followed.
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
