8. CONSENT CALENDAR

Under agenda item 8a1, ltem 22, Director Kjome asked that the wording "commented on members
of the Fishing Club harassing people that are fishing at the lakes” be changed to “commented on his
concern for members of the Fishing Club that approach people fishing at the lakes”.
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Motion/Kjome to accept the Consent Calendar with the change to Agenda Item 8ai.
Second/Belton. Roll Call Vote: Ayes: Belton, Kjome, Ferraro, Mobley, Taylor. The change will
be made.

President Belton asked for clarification on how many midge fly treatments have been done. Ed
Crouse stated three have been done. A fourth one will be done if needed.

9. STAFF REPORTS

Under agenda item 9d, Director Kjome asked about the agquatic plant harvester machine used in the
lakes. Paul Siebensohn stated the aquatic plant harvester was used to remove vegetation from
Clementia and Chesbro reservoirs in an effort to help alleviate potential taste and odor compounds
and total organic carbon (TOC) which is released into the water when vegetation dies off. The work
has been completed and the vegetation removed is drying out in the drying beds.

Director Ferraro commented on Lost Lake needing to be cleaned. Paul stated Lost Lake is where
the summer irrigation run-off drains and staff does maintenance on Lost Lake on a weekly basis.
Paul stated he will send staff out to look at the lake.

11. RECEIVE MEDIA BROADBAND CONNECTION UP-DATE

Darlene Gillum reported the router has been purchased and the paperwork sent to Rancho Murieta
Association (RMA) for their cable staff to come and install the router. Darlene also put in a request
for RMA to provide the service to the District at no charge as a community public service. To date,
RMA has not replied to either request.

12. APPROVE PROPOSAL FOR THE PREPARATION OF AN OPERATING MANUAL FOR THE
DELIVERY AND USE OF RECYCLED WATER

Paul Siebensohn gave a brief summary of the recommendation to approve the proposal from
HydroScience Engineers, Inc., (HSe) for the preparation of an Operating Manual for the delivery and
use of recycled water.

Ed Crouse stated that initially, Rancho Murieta Country Club (RMCC) had agreed to split the costs
on a 50/50 basis. However, as the District moved forward, RMCC elected not to proceed. The
manual is based on the requirements for WDRs, operating easements and water rights as well as
undocumented operations procedures for both the District and RMCC. Staff recommends the
District pick up the entire amount.

Director Taylor commented on pursuing reimbursement from RMCC at a future date.

Motion/Belton to approve the proposal from HydroScience Engineers, Inc., for preparation of an
Operating Manual for the delivery and use of recycled water, in an amount not to exceed $16,965.
Funding to come from Sewer Operating Budget. Second/Mobley. Ayes: Belton, Kjome, Ferraro,
Mobley. Noes: Taylor.

13. APPROVE PROPOSAL FOR DRIED SLUDGE REMOVAL
Paul Siebensohn gave a brief summary of the recommendation to approve the proposal from
Biosolids Recycling for removal of dried sludge. This is typically done on an annual basis.
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
