Under agenda item 9a, Director Kjome asked about the backcountry security measures. Chief
Remson stated it is regarding reducing access to the back areas where people have been having
campfires.

Director Ferraro asked to have the Board discuss the future water treatment plant rehabilitation
projects and the $250,000 budget overage at the Annual Goal Planning Workshop.

Under agenda item 9c¢, Chief Remson gave a brief summary of the hit and run accident that
occurred over the weekend. Two parked vehicles were hit and the suspect drove off. The vehicle
and suspect was identified. Hit and run charges will be filed with the District Attorney's office against
the driver. Patrol Officer Scarzella received several kudos from the victims for all his assistance.
Unfortunately, during the incident, Officer Scarzella slipped on some wet grass and sprained his
ankle.

President Belton stated one of the victims is her neighbor and had nothing but good things to say
about Officer Scarzella and the Security Department.

Under agenda item 9d, Director Kjome asked if the District has started to pump water from the river
yet. Paul Siebensohn stated yes, pumping began this week as the river flows were about 300 cfs.
As of today, the reservoirs are 260 acre feet higher than this time last year.

Director Ferraro asked about the FEMA mapping and flood insurance. Ed Crouse stated that is
agenda item 15 and would be discussed at that time.
