OPERATIONS 
Sergeant Bieg, Patrol Officer Scarzella and Gate Officer Hawk gave a tour of the South Gate to a 
group of Tiger Cubs.

The following is facility information and projects staff has worked on since the last Board meeting.  
 
Water 
Both water treatment plants are currently running.  Water Treatment Plant #1 is set at 0.5 million 
gallons a day and Water Treatment Plant #2 is set at 0.7 million gallons a day (MGD). Total potable 
water production for the month of March was approximately 24.3 million gallons or 74.5 acre‐feet. 
Staff replaced failed lights at the Water Plant and cleaned out the sludge drain lines to the sludge 
drying  beds  as  part  of  regular  preventative maintenance.  Prodigy  Electric  installed  a  variable 
frequency drive control on the flash mixer for Water Treatment Plant #2 and trouble shot a faulty 
breaker in the Plant #2 control panel. 
 
The VanVleck Water Tank was cleaned and  inspected as part of routine maintenance, as well as 
repair band being installed on the influent riser pipe into the tank. The repair band covers a hole 
that was  cut  in  the  influent  riser pipe during  the Rio Oso Tank Project  to be able  to back  feed 
water to the pressure zone while the Rio Oso Tank was out of service. Now that the project is over, 
the  repair has been made. Also,  the Rio Oso project  is now  finally complete as a  fall protection 
system,  consisting of a notched  steel  rod, ascending/descending device, and body harness, was 
installed on the exterior ladder this past month. 
 
Utility  staff  is  flushing  the  distribution  system  feeding  from  the  VanVleck  Tank  to  the  south 
community as part of regular maintenance.  Flushing removes pipe sediment and scale as well as it 
brings in fresher water to areas that do not use much water during the winter months, eliminating 
potential taste and odor complaints. Staff hopes to accomplish the majority of our regular flushing 
prior  to  the  end  of  our  raw water  pumping  season,  since we  do  not wish  to  draw  down  our 
reservoirs for flushing purposes when we are no longer able to replenish them. 
 
Water Source of Supply 
We have  topped off all of our  storage  reservoirs  to  the  spillways. We will  continue  filling  them 
after April 15, once we put  in  the batter boards  (stop  logs),  to gain more  storage. The Storage 
reservoirs measured a combined 4710 acre‐feet of storage on March 31, 2010.  As part of routine 
maintenance, we replaced the packing glands around the two 125hp raw water supply pumps at 
Granlees. 
 
 



Wastewater  
Influent wastewater flow averaged 0.52 million gallons per day to the wastewater plant during the 
month of March. A total of 386 acre‐feet of secondary wastewater was measured in the secondary 
storage reservoirs on March 31, 2010, along with 2.31 inches of direct rainfall during the month of 
March.  Staff continues to prepare the facility for operation next reclamation season. 
 
Collections 
Utility staff used the Ditch Witch to remove sand and gravel that had accumulated in the bottom 
the 6A sewer pump station wet well. Staff removed one of the two comminutors at our Main Lift 
North sewer pumping station for a warranty repair. 
 
As part of  the District’s  recently adopted Sanitary Sewer Management Plan, we have begun  the 
first step in our F.O.G (Fats, Oils, & Grease) inspections by meeting with the commercial entities in 
the District and passing out  information regarding our  inspections procedures and requirements.  
Formal  inspections will  begin  this month  and  continue monthly  for  the  next  six months,  then 
quarterly afterwards. 
 
Utility Operations 
Utility staff had 15 calls for water leaks this past month. Seven (7) were the District’s responsibility 
and were repaired. Five (5) were homeowner water leaks and the other two were related to rain 
and drainage seepage, not water line leaks. 
 
Five (5) water meters were replaced this past month and four (4) MXU radio read replacements.  
Continued pre‐ and post  storm  stormwater  inspections occurred as part of  the MS4  (municipal 
separate stormwater sewer system) monitoring for the District. 
 
Dams/Levees 
Carlton Engineering, our contract engineering  firm  for  the  levee accreditation process, has been 
working to confirm LiDAR generated data sets for our  levee elevations. The  information will also 
be  used  in  the  engineering  analysis  of  embankment  protection,  embankment  and  foundation 
stability, materials  used,  compaction  and  compressibility,  seepage,  freeboard  and  scour  of  the 
levees  system.  Light Detection  and Ranging  (LIDAR)  is  a  remote  sensing  system used  to  collect 
topographic data.

RECOMMENDED ACTION 

Adopt District Policy 2010‐04, Investment Policy. This policy supersedes District Policy 2009‐05.   
 
DISCUSSION 

Each year the District conducts a review of our Investment Policy as required by law. The current 
District  Investment Policy  is comprehensive and  in compliance with California Government Code 
requirements.  The  only  revision  recommended  is  to  Exhibit  “A”  Permitted  Investments, which 
updates the maximum investment amount permitted for the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) 
to  $50 million.  Enclosed  is  a  blue‐line  copy  of  the  current  District  investment  policy with  the 
recommended change. 
 
Jamie Whitaker,  Senior Managing  Consultant with  PFM  Asset Management,  LLC,  attended  the 
April 1, 2010 Finance Committee meeting. PFM  is the  Investment Advisor to the California Asset 
Management Program (CAMP), in which we have a portion of our investments (i.e., the portion of 
our investments which are invested outside of LAIF).

 District Investment Policy 

 
 
PURPOSE 
 
This statement is intended to provide policy and direction to the Finance Officer of the District for 
the prudent and beneficial use of all funds and monies of the District without regard to source or 
restrictions. Any reference to portfolio shall mean the total of District cash and securities under 
management by the Finance Officer. Permitted investments shall be listed in Exhibit A. 
 
AUTHORITY 
 
The Government Code of the State of California (Government Code), primarily section 53601 and 
related subsections authorizes the types of investment vehicles allowed in a California local 
agency’s portfolio. The investment vehicles emphasize preservation of capital and are a 
conservative set of investments. The authority to invest (as defined in the Government Code) is 
delegated to the local agency’s legislative body for re-delegation to its finance officer. Under no 
circumstances is the local agency finance officer permitted to purchase an investment that is not 
specifically authorized by law and within the scope of investments delegated by the local agency’s 
governing Board. 
 
BASIC POLICY AND OBJECTIVES 
 
The Rancho Murieta Community Services District investment policy is a conservative policy guided 
by three principles of public fund management. In specific order of importance the three principles 
are: 
 

1)  Safety of Principal.  Investments shall be undertaken in a manner which first seeks to 
preserve portfolio principal. 

 
2)  Liquidity. Investments shall be made with maturity dates that are compatible with 
cash flow requirements and which will permit easy and rapid conversion into cash, at all 
times, without a substantial loss of value. 

 
3)  Return on Investment. Investments shall be undertaken to produce an acceptable 
rate of return after first consideration for principal and liquidity. 

 
 
 

Approved by Rancho Murieta Community Services District 
Board of Directors 
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FOLLOWING ARE OBJECTIVES: 
 
DIVERSIFICATION The District shall maintain a portfolio of authorized investments with diversified 
maturities, issuers and security types to avoid the risk inherent in over investing in any one sector. 
The Finance Officer shall evaluate or cause to have evaluated each potential investment, seeking 
quality of issuer, underlying security or collateral, potential negative effects of market volatility on 
the investment and shall diversify the portfolio to reduce exposure and assure adherence to the 
Basic Policy and Objectives paragraph of this policy. 
 
PRUDENT INVESTOR STANDARD Investments will be made with the same standard of care that 
persons of prudence, discretion and intelligence exercise when managing their own affairs, not for 
speculation, but for investment with particular consideration for safety of capital as well as probable 
income derived. 
 
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS Each month the Finance Officer shall prepare and submit a report 
of investment transactions to the Board of Directors. This report will be sufficiently detailed to 
provide information for investment evaluation. 
 
PERFORMANCE REVIEW An annual appraisal of the investment portfolio shall be conducted to 
evaluate the effectiveness of the District’s investment program. The purpose of this review, in 
addition to evaluation of performance, is to provide the platform for recommendations of change 
and improvements to the portfolio to the Board of Directors. 
 
GRANDFATHER CLAUSE Any investment held by the District at the time of this policy is adopted 
shall not be sold to conform to any part of this policy unless its sale is judged to be prudent by the 
Finance Officer. 
 
CONFLICTS OF INTEREST The Finance Officer shall perform his/her duties under this Investment 
Policy in accordance with the provisions of Section 1126 of the Government Code as well as any 
other state law referred to in this policy. 
 
EXCEPTIONS When the Finance Officer determines that an exception to one of the numerical 
limits is in the best interest of the District, such exception is permitted as long as it is consistent 
with applicable State and Federal laws. Exceptions to this policy shall be reported to the Board of 
Directors within five working days along with a detailed explanation for the variance. 
 
CONFLICTS In the event any provision of this Statement of Investment Policy is in conflict with any 
of the statutes referred to herein or any other State or Federal statute, the provisions of each 
statute shall govern. 
 
SAFEKEEPING All securities purchased may be delivered against payment and held in 
safekeeping pursuant to a safekeeping agreement. All financial institutions shall be instructed to 
mail confirmations and safekeeping receipts directly to the Finance Officer of the District.

5) Federal agency or United States government–sponsored enterprise obligations, 
participations, or other instruments, including those issued by or fully guaranteed as to 
principal and interest by federal agencies or United States government-sponsored 
enterprises. 

6) Must be a U.S. corporation with over $500 million in assets. The commercial paper must 
be of the highest ranking or of the highest letter and number rating as provided for by a 
nationally recognized statistical-rating organization. The District may purchase no more 
than 10 percent of the outstanding commercial paper of any single issuer. Additionally, 
District purchases may not exceed 10% per issuer. 

7) Negotiable certificates of deposit must be issued by a nationally or state-chartered bank, 
a savings association, or a federal association (as defined by Section 5102 of the 
Financial Code), or a state or federal credit union, or by a state-licensed branch of a 
foreign bank. Purchases are limited to institutions which have long-term debt rated in the 
“A: category or higher, or the equivalent, by a nationally recognized rating organization. 

8) The District will enter into repurchase agreements only with primary government 
securities dealers as designated by the Federal Reserve Bank of New York. Repurchase 
agreements shall be governed by a master repurchase agreement adopted by the Public 
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Securities Association. All securities underlying repurchase agreements shall be 
delivered to the District’s custodial bank, or be handled under a properly executed “tri-
party” custodial arrangement. Collateral for repurchase agreements is restricted to U.S. 
Treasury issues or Federal Agency issues. 

 
 The underlying collateral must be at least 102% of the repurchase agreement amount. If 

the value of securities held as collateral slips below 102%of the value of the cash 
transferred, then additional cash or acceptable securities must be delivered to the third 
party custodian. Market value shall be recalculated each time there is a substitution of 
collateral. For repurchase agreements with terms to maturity of greater than three days, 
the value of the collateral securities shall be marked to market weekly by the custodian, 
and if additional collateral securities is required, then that collateral must be delivered 
within two business days. If a collateral deficiency is not corrected within two days, the 
collateral securities will be liquefied. 

 
 A perfect first security interest in the collateral securities, under the Uniform Commercial 

Code, shall be created for the benefit of the District. Collateral securities shall be held 
free and clear of any lien and shall be an independent third party acting solely as an 
agent for the District, and such third party shall be (i) a Federal Reserve Bank, or (ii) a 
bank which is a member of the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation and which has 
combined capital, surplus, and undivided profits of not less than $50 million. 

 
9) Purchases are limited to corporate and depository institution debt securities issued by 

corporations organized and operating within the United States or by depository 
institutions licensed by the United States or any state and operating within the United 
States. Notes eligible for investment shall be rated “A” or better by a nationally 
recognized rating service.  District purchases may not exceed 10% per issuer.

 RECOMMENDED ACTION 

Approve  the  Additional Work  Authorization  from  Carlton  Engineering,  Inc.  for  additional  office 
work and field surveys to rectify LiDAR mapping,  in an amount not to exceed $9,258. Funding to 
come from the Water Replacement Reserves, under project # 09‐03‐1. 
  
DISCUSSION 

As part of the Provisionally Accredited Levee (PAL) process to provide necessary  information for 
compliance with the FEMA 44 CFR 65.10 guidelines, the District needs to supply certified as built 
drawings of its levees. Information used for the drawings are also used in engineering analysis of 
embankment protection, embankment and  foundation stability, materials used, compaction and 
compressibility, seepage, freeboard and scour of the levees system.   
 
It was our  intent that LiDAR maps, provided from Civil Engineering Solutions (the County’s FEMA 
consultant), would be verified with minimal ground surveying to confirm data and to produce new 
as‐built maps for the District and FEMA. After the ground surveying was completed and reviewed, 
major discrepancies were discovered outside of FEMAs accepted tolerances. These areas generally 
are overgrown with trees and vegetation which makes it difficult see the ground surface from the 
air. To provide accurate maps with acceptable tolerances, additional surveying is necessary as well 
reproducing the maps to include break lines (changes in contour elevation, typically swales, levee 
toes, etc.)  and the updated data sets (see last paragraph in Carlton’s AWA request). 
 
Light Detection and Ranging (LiDAR) is a remote sensing system used to collect topographic data.   
 

 
Illustration of How the LIDAR Sensing Instrument Captures Elevation Points 
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The  LIDAR  instruments  only  collect  elevation  data.  To make  these  data  spatially  relevant,  the 
positions  of  the  data  points must  be  known.  A  high‐precision  global  positioning  system  (GPS) 
antenna  is mounted on the upper aircraft fuselage. As the LIDAR sensor collects data points, the 
location of the data are simultaneously recorded by the GPS sensor. After the flight, the data are 
downloaded  and  processed  using  specially  designed  computer  software.  The  end  product  is 
accurate,  geographically  registered  longitude,  latitude,  and  elevation  (x,y,z)  positions  for  every 
data point. These "x,y,z" data points allow the generation of a digital elevation model (DEM) of the 
ground surface. Inaccuracies can be created by trees and thick vegetation. 
 
Completion of the additional work is necessary to provide complete documentation of compliance 
with  44 CFR 65.10.  Should  this  work  not  be  completed  or  provided  within  the  designated 
timeframe  of  24 months,  FEMA  will  initiate  a  revision  to  the  Flood  Insurance  Rate  Map  for 
Sacramento County  to  re‐designate  the area behind  the  levees as  flood prone,  subject  to  flood 
insurance requirements as well as flood proof construction for new construction, if allowed at all.

Comments:

Fee to augment the LiDAR contour data to meet FEMA Appendix 4B standards for certification. This fee also includes
the amount required to manually evaluate the raw LiDAR datasets, once provided, to add breaklines as needed, and to
generate “revised” contour lines including these breaklines per FEMA specs and upon recommendation of Tom Plummer
with CES. “Revised” contour lines will be compared to ground proofing data gathered by Carlton Engineering under
original contract phases.

The crew went out on March 24, 2010, to begin the 2-day supplemental survey in the areas where the LiDAR is sub-
standard. All these areas are in places of dense brush and trees, which explains why the LiDAR did not portray the
correct elevations.

In our original scope of work, Carlton was to do limited survey cross sections and evaluations to validate the LiDAR
datasets. This scope of work was fulfilled when the crew surveyed the cross sections and a LSIT spent a full day in the
office evaluating the LiDAR, identifying areas that did not meet tolerances. It is at this point that all subsequent work is
in addition to the original scope of work.

Nathan Bowersox, PE, and Gerald Davis, LS, spent approximately one day each reviewing the data, specifically the areas
identified by the LSIT. They also spent time contacting both Jay (GIS tech) and Tom Plummer at CES in an effort to
reconcile the datasets. Once Carlton was provided with the modified CES LiDAR data (revised contour data w/
breaklines), Mr. Davis spent another day going through this data, comparing it to our cross section data, and identifying
areas that still did not match within the +/- 1 foot contour tolerance. Once this task was complete, there were 11 areas
identified that need supplemental surveying to produce correct contour data; 8 of the 11 areas are in places of dense brush
and trees. The survey of these areas required 2 days of work by the field crew.

The FEMA spec that Carlton’s work addresses is “FEMA: LIDAR Specifications for Flood Hazard Mapping, Appendix
4B: AIRBORNE LIGHT DETECTION AND RANGING SYSTEMS, Sub-section A4B-6 Post processing of Data,” which
states “The contractor must use Triangular Irregular Network (TIN) linear interpolation procedures, including
breaklines, when validating the vertical accuracy of the DEM. In addition to DEMs, the contractor shall produce
breaklines for stream centerlines, drainage ditches, tops and bottoms of streambanks, ridge lines, road crowns, levees,
bulkheads, road/highway embankments, and selected manmade features that constrict or control the flow of water (e.g.,
curb lines). The contractor shall specify the sources and accuracy of breakline data.”

However, due to the timing of the expiration of the General Manager’s approved disability  leave 
on May 13, 2010, and the next regular Board meeting, which  is scheduled for May 19, 2010, we 
are asking  for approval of a potential extension of Debbie’s disability  leave  for an additional 33 
days. This additional 33 days will run from May 14, 2010 through June 16, 2010. Per section 5.08 
(d) of the District’s Personnel Manual, only the Board may approve a request  for disability  leave 
over 30 days. Approving  the  tentative extension of Debbie’s disability  leave avoids  the potential 
need for a Special Board meeting should Debbie not be able to return to work until after May 13, 
2010.
