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6. When necessary, take enforcement action against persons and/or 

facilities for violations of Chapter 6.30 of the Sacramento County Code 
(SCC 6.30). 
 

7. Nothing in this Agreement or any Exhibit thereto shall obligate EMD to 
provide services outside of Sacramento County.

RECOMMENDED ACTION 

Approve  the  proposal  from  Synectic  for  an Avaya  IP500  phone  system  to  upgrade/replace  the 
current  PacWest  system.  Staff  recommends  purchasing  the  Avaya  IP500  system with  a  5  year 
extended warranty at a cost of $11,406.20, plus estimated tax and shipping, for a total amount not 
to exceed $12,750. Funding to come from Unrestricted Cash. 
 
 BACKGROUND 

The District’s current telephone system  is approximately 10 years old and  is reaching end of  life 
support. It is a digital system with limited functionality with voice mail system support and control 
managed  remotely  by  the  service  provider.  Some  of  the  phone  sets  are  also  experiencing 
mechanical problems. 
 
Staff  received bids  from 4  telecommunications providers  that offered different  combinations of 
phone  systems and dial‐tone providers. The goal expressed  to each of  the providers was  to: 1) 
upgrade the current telephone system without disrupting or  jeopardizing our need to be able to 
communicate with and between the District Administration Building, the security gates, the Safety 
Center and the operations building/warehouse; 2) maintain our existing phone numbers; 3) bring 
management and control of the voicemail system in‐house; and 4) maintain our existing structure 
of direct  in‐dial  (DID) numbers. At a minimum, each of  the companies provided a 60‐month  fair 
market value lease proposal with extended parts and labor warranty. In addition, some alternative 
purchase and leasing options were also proposed. 
 
The proposal from Synectic is the lowest cost solution over the 60 month period utilizing an Avaya 
IP500  system with  upgraded  Telepacific  dial‐tone  service.  The  platform  is  a  converged  system 
meaning that it provides the capability of upgrading to VoIP service in the future if and when the 
District is ready. Full conversion to VoIP is cost prohibitive for the District at this time. 
 
Staff  received  outstanding  recommendations  from  four  references  provided  by  Synectic.  The 
references were asked  to provide  feedback on  their satisfaction with  the Avaya system, ease of 
transition  from  their old  system,  satisfaction with  Synectic’s overall performance  in  the  system 
transition and on‐going customer support. All of the references are extremely pleased with both 
Synectic and the Avaya system. 
 
Staff is recommending that the telephone system be purchased rather than leased, which provides 
a savings of approximately $2,000 over leasing the equipment for 60 months with a $1 buy‐out.

If any payment is unpaid on the date due for 

such payment, such later payment shall be subject to DELINQUENCY CHARGE OF 1-1/2% per month while sum is in default and 

Customer agrees to pay same (it is being presumed between these parties such charge is reasonable since the actual amount of damage 

to Company from default under the circumstances at the time of making this Agreement make it wholly impracticable or extremely 

difficult to fix the actual damages and since the calculation or computation of the administrative cost of actual collection and 

accounting for default would likely exceed the agreed upon charge therein). 

 

Cancellation Charge:  If this Agreement is cancelled by Customer, such cancellation is subject to a fifteen percent (15%) charge on 

the particular service and/or equipment cancelled, Customer agreeing to pay same for Company’s bookkeeping and administrative 

costs in processing customer’s order as a reasonable charge therefore (in considering the actual amount of such costs are not 

reasonably calculable, are impracticable to fix, and such charge bears reasonable relation to Company’s actual probable loss);

Title to any of the material sold or installed hereunder by the Company 

shall remain in the Company until all the terms hereof have been complied with and in the event such materials are affixed to realty it 

is expressly understood and agreed that they shall remain at the option of Company personally subject to removal and repossession 

regardless of incorporation therein as hereunder provided, and further that the owner and/or buyer/or Customer hereby waives and all 

claims of damage to said realty or building caused by the removal of said materials or any part hereof and without duty of Company to 

redecorate or repair such premises. 

 

Unalterable terms:  Acceptance by Customer is expressly limited to all terms and conditions stated in this Agreement as printed 

herein and Customer shall not add or vary these terms and conditions without the Company’s express written consent. 

 

Executive Officer Approval:  This agreement is not binding unless approved in writing by an authorized representative of Company.  

In the event of failure of approval, as aforesaid, the only liability of Company shall be to return to the Customer the amount, if any, 

paid to the Company upon the signing of this Agreement. 

 

Entire Agreement:  It is mutually understood and agreed that any representation, promise, condition, inducement or warranty, 

express or implied, not included in the Agreement shall not be binding upon any party. 

 

Warranty of Authority:  Customer warrants and represents to Company he is the owner and/or legal possessor of the premises to 

which Company’s equipment and /or services shall be furnished or bestowed and that Customer is authorized to order the service or 

equipment herein, and agrees to hold Company harmless from any loss or liability from any action or claim by third persons relating 

to such premises as affects Company’s equipment or services thereon or to the ordering of Company’s services or equipment. 

 

Severability:  It is intended that each provision of this Agreement shall be separate and divisible and in the event that any such 

provision shall be held invalid, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.   Under the Mechanic’s Lien law (Civil 

Code sections  3082-3288), any contractor, subcontractor, laborer, supplier, or other person who helps to improve owner’s property, 

but is not paid for his work or supplies, has a right to enforce a claim against owner’s property. This means that, after a court hearing, 

owner’s property can be sold by a court officer and the proceeds of the sale used to satisfy the indebtedness.  This can happen if owner 

has paid his own contractor in full, if the subcontractor, laborer, or supplier remains unpaid.  Under the law, owner may protect 

himself against such claims by filing, before commencement of the work, an original or modified contract for the work of 

improvement in the office of the county recorder of the county where the property is situated, and by requiring that a contractor’s 

payment bond may be recorded in the same office.  This bond shall be in an amount not less than 50 percent of the contract price and 

shall, in addition to any conditions for the performance of the contract, be conditioned for the payment in full of the claims of all 

persons furnishing labor, services, equipment, or materials for the work described in this contract.
