RESOLUTION NO. 2007-14

A RESOLUTION OF THE RANCHO MURIETA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT
AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF THE WAIVER OF THE RIGHT TO A HEARING FOR
ADMINISTRATIVE CIVIL LIABILITY COMPLAINT NO. R5-2007-0503

WHEREAS, the Rancho Murieta Community Services District ("District”) was served with
Administrative Civil Liability Complaint No. R5-2007-0503 (hereinafter the “Complaint”) by the
Regional Water Quality Control Board (hereinafter the "Board”) on February 26, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Complaint proposed a civil liability of $200,000; and

WHEREAS, District has reached a settlement of the Complaint with the Board, which
provides, in part, for $100,000 to be expended towards a Supplemental Environmental
Project; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors finds that it is in the best interest of the District to accept
this settlement and waive the right to hearing before the Board, or otherwise challenge or
protest the Complaint or the Executive Officer's issuance of the Order to the State Water
Resources Control Board, as more particularly described in the Waiver of the Right to a
Hearing for Administrative Civil Liability Complaint No. R5-2007-0503, as attached hereto as
Exhibit “A”.

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Directors of the Rancho Murieta Community Services
District does hereby resolve that:

1. The President of the Board is authorized to execution the Waiver of the Right to a
Hearing for Administrative Civil Liability Complaint No. R5-2007-0503, as attached
hereto as Exhibit “A”", or in substantially similar form.

2. The General Manager is authorized to take any all actions necessary to implement the
provisions of the Waiver of the Right to a Hearing for Administrative Civil Liability
Complaint and the Order to the State Water Resources Control Board relating to
Complaint No. R5-2007-0503, including but not limited to, remitting payment in the
amount of $100,000 to the State by check ($50,000 payable to the "State Water
Pollution Cleanup and Abatement Account” and $50,000 payable to the “Waste
Discharge Permit Fund®); entering into a Supplemental Environmental Project ("SEP")
Agreement with as set forth in Attachment A of the State Water
Resources Control Board Order; and expending $100,000 for completion of the SEP.
