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Subject: 2006 Diversion Report
Dear Ed:

Each year California Waste Recovery Systems is required to prepare and submit an
annual diversion report for the residential collection services we provide through our
Collection Services Contract with the Rancho Murieta Community Services District.
This report is to detail the tons of solid waste collected and disposed, as well as the tons
of materials recycled or otherwise diverted from disposal.

This report is for the period 1/1/06 through 12/31/06 and is prepared per the guidelines of
Article 5, Diversion Requirements, and Article 14, Record Keeping and Reporting
Requirements of the Collection Services Contract.

Neither our Collection Services Contract with Rancho Murieta nor the Agreement that
was executed between the CSD and Sacramento County requires that you take any action
with this information or report these results to any other agency. We have furnished
these quarterly tonnage reports directly to the Sacramento County Solid Waste Authority
(SWA) and will continue to do so through the duration of the Contract. Although the
Collection Services Contract requires 50% diversion, the CSD is in no way subject to any
fines. The 50% mandated diversion is measured for the unincorporated County on a
regional basis and their most recent reported consolidated result was 61%, according to
the California Integrated Waste Management Board. The tons collected in Rancho
Murieta are part of that consolidated result.

I have enclosed monthly detailed tonnage and diversion reports for all materials we
collected through our Rancho Murieta Collection Services Contract in 2006. In 2006 we
collected 2033.38 tons of solid waste and 1753.96 tons of recycled material, for a
consolidated diversion rate of 46.3%.

In reviewing these results and considering what may have contributed to our 279 ton
shortfall of the 50% diversion goal for 2006, I noted several items that contribute to
209.369.3712 diversion but are not counted in the net tons we divert;

916.441.1985 o Used OQil. In 2006, we collected used motor oil 63 times from Rancho Murieta
916.354.4154 residents requesting that service. Although we do not track the precise quantity of
Fax 209.369.2703 gallons collected, we can easily assume that each service request yielded at least
P.O0. Box 670 one gallon of motor oil.
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o Yard Waste. Typically, the largest single contributor to residential recycling is
yard waste; in fact it’s 55% of what we recycled in Rancho Murieta in 2006. We
have found in other jurisdictions where many residents utilize gardeners and
landscapers that they haul away the yard waste they generate each week. While
that is a great convenience to the resident that I wouldn’t advocate changing, that
diversion tonnage is not captured nor reported in our totals. It’s pretty easy to
envision that several hundred pounds or more of yard waste clippings are being
hauled away each day from Rancho Murieta by gardeners.

o The discontinuance of electronic and universal waste collection also caused a
reduction in recycling tons. These materials are exclusively recycled and the
change in 2006 for us to discontinue the collection of e-waste and u-waste
lowered our diversion totals. It will be interesting to note how many tons of e-
waste are collected at your event later this spring.

Ed, there are probably other elements of diversion that I haven’t included here and there
are a lot of ways to look at and compare the numbers. The 279 ton annual recycling
shortfall converts to 24 ounces of recyclables per household per week. In fact, if the 261
Rancho Murieta residents (11% of the total residents) that have a yard-waste exemption
are utilizing their gardeners to haul off their weekly clippings. the yard waste that we
collect would likely increase by nearly 200 tons per year. And as a comparison of the
relative success of the 3-cart system in Rancho Murieta, our residential diversion in the
city of Galt in 2006 with a very similar 3-cart system is 43.9%.

Even given this minor shortfall, I think that we should re-evaluate our public awareness
efforts for Rancho Murieta and I would like to meet and discuss that further with either
you or Les. In addition to use of the website and the local access channel, maybe we can
tag something onto one of the projects that Lucy & Company is producing to increase
awareness and recycling opportunities.

I will contact you early next week and arrange for a time to meet soon thereafter to begin
that discussion.
